For the last seven months, we’ve 
been collecting water and food 
in case our lives are disrupted 

by some dramatic event. We’ve all seen 
movies showing you can die without 
water after three days, and food after 
a week or two. But the other end of our 
alimentary canal is just as important to 
prepare for. When “nature calls”, where 
are you going to go?

In 2011, earthquakes hit Christchurch, 
New Zealand. Its sewage system was 
compromised when broken underground 
pipes took months to fi x. The Wellington 
Regional Emergency Management Offi  ce 
created a Twin Bucket Emergency Toilet 
design for use in homes. Their instruc-
tions can be found at wremo.nz in the 
Home Ready section.

Other great ideas about pee and poo: 
an organization called Public Hygiene 
Lets Us Stay Human (or “PHLUSH”)  are 
advocates for availability of public toilets 
and disseminate info on emergency 
toilets. Their website is simply PHLUSH.
org. EmergencyToilet.org is another 
useful website with instructions on how 
to “protect your family’s health” with the 
Twin bucket system and other toileting 
projects. See illustrated checklist on how 
to safely store poo.

This month’s scavenger hunt 
items are:
•2 rolls of toilet paper (single ply is best)

•Two 5-6 gallon buckets with tight 

fi tting lids

•Heavy duty garbage bags 

•Bark chips, sawdust, leaves, grass 
clippings, or shredded paper

•1 gallon of regular household bleach 
(no scents)

•Medicine dropper, to add bleach to 
purify water

•Work gloves

•50 foot rope

•Crow bar

What do I have at home that fi ts the 
list? Toilet paper, bags, bleach, dropper, 
work gloves, rope, and crow bar. Now I 
need buckets, lids ….. wait a minute. My 
hubby is giving me that look. Oh yeah! We 
already have a composting toilet in our 
van. It’s similar to the Christchurch two 
bucket system - pee goes in the front, and 
poo goes in the back bucket fi lled with 
peat moss. Apparently, pee can be mixed 
with water and spread on a lawn, garden 
or landscape as nitrogen rich fertilizer. 
Excrement must be buried or disposed of 
once garbage services are available, thus 
garbage bags and dry carbon matter. 

To get your own buckets, lids and 
toilet seats there are many options. Home 
Depot has buckets for $4 and lids for $2. 
You can DIY a seat out of plywood, styro-
foam or pipe insulation. If you prefer to 
buy online, several camping and marine

suppliers have portable loos already set 
up that cost $20-$30. 

Other To Do’s include:
1) Check that your insurance covers 
disasters that may happen in our area.

2) Keep a card with important health 
information in the kit. 

Luckily Concordia is far from 
wildfi res and too high up for fl oods, 
but earthquakes and ice storms do 
happen. Healthwise, if you have 
immediate needs such as a medication-
dependent illness or a respiratory issue 
requiring oxygen, then write a list with 
instructions. For those of us without 
chronic issues, printed summaries of 
our last offi  ce visit is suffi  cient for us. 

   Bucket loos can be used when 
camping (with a little pop-up tent) or 
in your garage / shop / garden. Super-
markets, restaurants and bakeries get 
supplies in large buckets that can’t be 
reused, so you may be able to scrounge 
up a freebie or two if you know 
someone or ask someone.

her fi ne silver and gold jewelry, inspired 
by the raw Alaskan landscape, was 
carried in galleries across the country. 
Fairbanks is where she met her second 
husband, Bill, and they had me. During 
her time in Alaska, Marsha worked on 
the Alaska pipeline and in real estate. 

In 1989, Marsha left Alaska (without 
her husband again) and settled in 
Gleneden Beach, Oregon, to begin her 
most audacious adventure; raising me 
on her own. Imagine a 39-year-old single 
mother, loading up an ‘85 Toyota Tercel 
wagon with an 8-year old, camping gear 
and a dog, and driving the 1,700-mile 
gravel Alcan Highway from Fairbanks 
to a yet-to-be determined destination on 
the West Coast to start fresh. We settled 
on the Oregon Coast. I’m still in awe of 
how she managed, but manage she did. 

We found a supportive community 
there and Marsha continued to build her 
jewelry business. To provide more steady 
income, Marsha pursued a career as a 
residential appraiser. She worked for the 
county assessor's offi  ce in Newport for a 
few years, then started Pride Appraisals - 
where she built a sterling reputation and 
a solid book of business. 

Marsha loved to travel - frequently 
visiting friends in Hawaii, Mexico 
and adventuring off  to the Dominican 
Republic, Argentina and South Korea. 
She was curious about people and 
culture, and was fearless in her pursuit 
of understanding. 

In 2005, Marsha was diagnosed 
with chronic lymphocytic leukemia. She 
enjoyed many years without the need for 
intervention, and in 2013, underwent her 
fi rst round of cancer treatment. In 2014 
she retired from appraising and moved in 
with me and my family in the Concordia 
neighborhood. 

Marsha quickly embraced her new 
Portland community, embedding herself 
in the Creative Metal Arts Guild, the 
Concordia News staff , and the neighbor-
hood at large. She continued to make 
jewelry and had showings at the annual 
Gathering of the Guilds and craft fairs 
around the metro area. She adored the 
Beatles and made it a tradition to see the 
NowHere band cover the White Album 
at the Alberta Rose Theatre. She loved a 
good story and attended The Moth and 

Seven Deadly Sins - always recounting 
the bravery, skill and vulnerability of the 
storytellers.    

She loved interviewing neighbors for 
Concordia News. She genuinely wanted 
to know your story. She listened with 
intent and empathy and if you stuck 
around, she’d tell you her adventures, 
like the time she hitchhiked a ride on 
a helicopter in the Alaska bush. Or the 
summer she lived in a teepee with a 
trumpet under her bed to ward off  bears. 
Or how she earned the nickname Fireball 
working the Alaska pipeline catching her 
boots on fi re. 

My mom and I were a two-person 
team who always looked after one 
another. As she got older, I did more of 
the looking after. My family is grateful 
to have shared our Concordia home with 
her over the past decade. Thank you for 
being part of her story.

Marsha was a creative, curious and 
vibrant woman. She leaves behind her 
granddaughter, Ari, her daughter-in-law, 
Patience, her sister Ronda, and many 
close friends she collected in Farm-
ingham, Fairbanks, the Oregon Coast 
and Portland. She left all her loved ones 
with many memories of a life well lived.

The Farrelly-Brewster-Price 
house and its adjoining 
community garden sit on two 

lots on NE 29th Avenue between Alberta 
and Sumner. Painted a rich, deep teal and 
wrapped in wisteria, the house is a neigh-
borhood beacon with a special history.

Murr Brewster
Like any proper Oregon story, Murr 

Brewster’s began by setting out west. 
In 1976, at 22 years of age, she quit her 
job in a Boston laboratory and bicycled 
across the country to Portland. She set up 
in a furnished apartment near Lone Fir 
Cemetery (649 SE 26th Ave.) A week later, 
a tall, slim neighbor with long dark hair, 
knocked on her door in only a bath towel. 
In a year she was a mail carrier. In two, 
she’d bought the sandalwood shotgun 
house at 5106 NE 29th and the adjoining 
lot- the handsome neighbor, and soon-to-
be husband Dave Price, moved in and got 
to work renovating. 

Energetic and intrepid, Dave, Murr 
and friends climbed Mt. Hood and fi lled

scrapbooks with photos of themselves 
magnanimous (and sometimes naked) at 
its summit. 

One day, not long after they moved 
in, a car pulled up to the curb and out 
popped a small, elderly woman snapping 
pictures of the house. Her name was 
Florence Kraxberger, she explained, and 
her father had built the house in 1906. 

Florence Kraxberger
Mrs. Kraxberger was born Florence 

Farrelly to Peter and Anna Farrelly of 
Woodbourne, Pennsylvania in 1897. 
Around 1906, Peter Farrelly bought two 
plots of land in NE Portland’s Foxchase 
Addition. Real estate speculator (and 
convicted fraudster) P. Caroll McCaff rey, 
a fellow Pennsylvanian, had purchased 
the plat a decade earlier and named it 
after the upscale Fox Chase neighbor-
hood of Philadelphia. McCaff rey declared 
the street lining its south end ‘McCaff rey 
Street’ (now NE Alberta). As advertised, 
each lot sold for $100, $5 down, $5 
monthly. Peter built a one room house on 
the southern plot. 

According to Murr, census records 
show that all but one of the 8 or 9 Farrelly 
children were born on the East Coast, 
with the youngest being born in 1908 in 
Kansas, possibly en route to Oregon. 

Sitting around the dining table, Mrs. 
Kraxberger told Murr Brewster and 
Dave Price that she and her siblings 
slept in tents in the front yard until her 
father completed the second story with 
its wide dormer windows. She proudly 
announced that her father had never built 
a house before. Dave judiciously held his 
tongue at this remark: a mason by trade, 

he had become well acquainted with Mr. 
Farrelly’s handiwork, which included a 
stairwell cut into the basement that left 
the above two stories unsupported and 
caused the fl ooring to dip into the center 
of the house.

When Peter and Anna Farrelly died in 
the late 1920s, the house was left to Flor-
ence, who married her husband, Francis, 
in 1936. In 1941, Florence learned that her 
older sister, Jane, was in failing health 
and arranged to bring her back to Port-
land to take care of her. In her younger 
days, Jane was a tenacious mountain 
climber. In her early twenties, she joined 
the Mazamas, a local mountain climbing 
outfi t that welcomed women members, 
and climbed Mt. Hood and Mt. Rainier. 
She moved to Alaska, hiked the Devil’s 
Punchbowl in Skagway and made a name 
for herself in Fairbanks. She took work 
at an army airbase outside Anchorage, 
hoping that the outdoors would improve 
her health. When her condition wors-
ened, she boarded a steamer to Portland 
and passed away on August 9, 1941, one 
day after returning to her childhood

home. 
Like Florence Kraxberger, Murr 

purchased the home next to her when her 
own sister’s health declined. 

Later Additions
By 1983, Dave had replaced the 

f looring in the house with hardwood 
and made sure it was supported by a 
beam in the basement. He placed a wood 
stove in the far corner of the kitchen and 
lined the nook and adjoining walls in red 
brick that trellised around Mr. Farrelly’s 
south-facing elliptical windows. Above 
them, he cut into the attic and carved two 
skylights, still there today. 

Spanning the other two walls is Murr’s 
contribution: a panorama of glazed 
tiles that depict the Oregon wilderness 
and wildlife from Mt. Saint Helens to 
Haystack Rock. Murr completed the fi rst 
wall in the ‘80s and the second not too 
long ago- many have failed to notice her 
signature in the far corner, a black and 
white seabird called a common murre, 
overlooking Cannon Beach. 

In 1997, Dave built an addition onto 
the house’s north side. On the ground 
f loor, he built a vast studio space for 
Murr to work in. On the ceiling, Murr 
painted bright sunrise colors cut out of 
the surrounding purple walls to resemble 
creation. The fl oor is lined with painted 
salamanders, a favorite motif throughout 
the house and grounds.

Dave extended the second f loor to 
include a guestroom and master suite. 
While working on the roof, he realized 
he could get a perfect view of Mt. Hood 

if he built a third story overlooking 
their bedroom. A spiral staircase from 
their bedroom leads up to the turret. 
The guestroom is where Murr keeps her 
antique ice axe, the very one which she 
used to summit Mt. Hood, as a token to 
Jane Farrelly. 

Around the same time, Dave and 
Murr decided to build a wall around 
the grounds, just tall enough to lean on, 
with a stone bench facing the street and 
openings on various sides for community 
members to enter and enjoy the garden. 

Since retiring from the postal service 
in 2008, Murr has dedicated her life to 
writing. She has published 85 articles in 
the Christian Science Monitor, written 
seven novels, a nonfiction book about 
birds and regularly publishes work on her 
website and substack. She is currently 
working on a memoir about dementia.

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The Ugliest, Most Beautiful Bird in America

He lives near 
Wilshire Park with his family, but mostly 
he stares at the squirrels and wonders 
what they're thinking.

Of all America's national treasures, California condors are undoubtedly the ugliest. Unlike 
Mount Rushmore, a herd of bison moving through Yellowstone, or a San Diego taquería, 
condors are an acquired flavor. Underneath their revolting appearance, however, hides 
one of our country’s greatest success stories.

Objectively, they’re gross. Dusty black feathers cover bald, wrinkled heads covered in de-
caying bits of gore. They’re fairly large, with a wingspan of nearly 10 feet, but not aggres-
sive. As scavengers, they don't attack or defend anything. They just wait around (or soar at 
15,000 feet) for big mammals to die, then snack on variably decomposed carcasses.
Their claim to fame is an incredibly close call with extinction–they grew up feasting on 
woolly mammoth carcasses just a few eons ago–but due to a variety of unfortunate hu-
man activities, they had been whittled down to just 22 individuals by the 1980s.

Luckily for them, Captain Planet was leading conservation on a hot streak at the time. 
With the bold initiatives of serious conservationists, the United States government 
stepped in to save California condors from disappearing forever. Wildlife agents were 
dispatched to the Southwest, and the last wild birds were taken into federal custody.

The most magical thing about my childhood was that I grew up almost literally across the street 
from The San Diego Zoo. Which meant zoo camp every summer, which meant plenty of Kondor 
Kool-Aid. And I guzzled it down. I dreamed of the day when I'd get my shot at the glory of animal 
conservation. It took years of studying, volunteering, and working my way up to get into the biz. But 
finally, when I was in veterinary school, I got my chance. I'd be working with California condors. I was 
star struck!

The way you work with captive condors is to gently guide them away from their towering perches 
and into a smaller catch pen. I was given a long pole, its tip covered with a tennis ball for safety. 
And I appreciated that, because it was the only piece of safety equipment in sight. No climbing 
equipment or helmet was mentioned before I was pushed into the aviary and told to start climb-
ing. I could see in detail the splintered logs and rusty nails of the perch, which I assume had been 
constructed in great haste and at minimum safety standards. The condor, apparently familiar with 
this whole drill, held its ground and watched to see if it might be one of those lucky days when the 
intern slips off the perch.

I looked up into the bird’s face. It’s not been scientifically proven that condors can experience an-
noyance, but I promise you they can. One of my childhood idols now stood a few feet away, basi-
cally rolling its eyes at this deranged lunatic invading its home with some bizarre piece of sporting 
equipment.

I shimmied upward and aimed my metal pole straight at the condor's cloaca, of which I had a direct 
and unobstructed view. With one precise tap, the bird, miffed at the whole indignity, leapt off, its 
ungainly exit making the platform sway a little unnervingly. I held on for dear life and watched its 
majestic wings spread out to full breadth, gliding the prehistoric creature to the other end of the 
aviary.

Conservation is not always pretty, but it's truly extraordinary: an entire species resting on the very 
edge of disappearance gently revived through the remarkable efforts of humanity. Okay, so not al-
ways super gently. I mean–I tried, but they're big birds and it's tough wielding a ten foot pole when 
you're straddling what’s basically a telephone pole. Sometimes you get a few splinters while trying 
to do the right thing. Deep down, inside all the ugliness, there’s usually something beautiful. Just 
like a condor.

Please consider a donation to the Ventana Wildlife Society to support California condor conservation efforts, or 
check out one of the condor webcams to see these repulsive animals for yourself. Thanks for reading.

In captivity, the birds got frisky and the project turned out to be massively successful. Breeding pro-
grams led to hundreds of successful hatchings, and within a few years condors were reintroduced 
to wild places to spread their wings again. But arguably more successful was the educational arm of 
the operation; an entire generation of animal nerds now idolized condors. These indubitably ugly 
animals became one of the sexiest conservation projects in town. Today the condor population is 25 
times bigger than in the 1980s, when I was born–coincidentally, also bare-headed and covered in 
blood.

It finally happened at the Oregon Zoo’s condor breeding facility, in rural Clackamas county. We got 
to a large clearing in the woods, where several enormous aviaries had been constructed and there 
was a critically endangered California condor! And I was going in there!
