Have you heard the musc 
coming from the Kennedy 
School community room 

on Monday evenings? It’s the Port-
land Country Dance Community 
(PCDC) weekly jam! PCDC is honored 
to be a CNA Community Partner and 
is grateful to use the Community 
Room for our weekly slow jams. It’s 
been so much fun to gather and play 
our favorite dance music. 

Folks in Portland began holding 
regular English Country dances in 
1977 and contra dances in 1978. At 
that time, Portland was the only 
regular contra dance from San Fran-
cisco to Seattle. PCDC was organized 
in 1979 because of the need for a 
formal structure to handle the logis-
tics of the dances. It was incorporated 
as a non-profit in 1984 and is an 
Oregon Cultural Trust Qualifi ed non-
Profi t. 

The weekly jam has been at 
Kennedy School since May 2024. 
Before that, we met at a restaurant 
and then in musicians’ homes. During 
COVID, we met in parks to play 
together. After COVID, we returned 
to meeting in homes, but our size soon 
outgrew our living rooms! Eighteen 
months ago, I began looking for a 
venue to accommodate our group as 
we’d grown too large for homes and 
we wanted a regular venue.

We play tunes from dance music 
books: The Portland Collection for 

contra tunes, The Barnes Book of 
English Country Dance Tunes, and 
The Waltz Books. The books are 
available in print or downloadable 
versions. If musicians don’t have the 
books, we always share. Participants 
can also bring copies of tunes they’d 
like the group to play if they aren’t 
included in one of the books.

 Our jams draw musicians at all 
levels. Some experienced folks play in 

local contra or English dance bands 
while others are just getting started 
on their instruments. We’ve had 
many acoustic instruments including 
fiddle, guitar, mandolin, ukulele, 
cello, banjo, fl ute, clarinet, whistle, 
oboe, recorder, concertina, melodica, 
and autoharp. 

 No matter how many musicians 
show up, there’s always more room in 
the circle. Come make music with us! 

And if you don’t play, come listen. We 
love to have visitors, especially kids 
who get up and dance. It’s free and 
open to everyone.

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Urbanism: Returning to the Neighborhood Lens
An Urban Lens

Hi folks, it’s Garlynn. After 
a few quiet years, I’m glad 
to be returning to this 

column. The need for us to talk about 
urbanism hasn’t been on pause, but 
life has been unfolding rapidly, some-
times uncomfortably, both inside and 
outside our front doors.

Since 2021, Portland has been 
through a lot. We’ve lived through 
extreme heat, wildfire smoke, ice 
storms, a lingering pandemic hang-
over, and a deepening housing crisis. 
Many civic systems feel tired, and 
many people feel worn down by 
processes that seem distant from 
daily life. Concordia has changed 
too. New neighbors have arrived, 
familiar faces have moved on, and 
the rhythms of the neighborhood 
have subtly shifted. And yet, some 
fundamentals remain remarkably 
steady. People still care deeply about 
their block, their street, their walk to 
the store, café, park, or school, and 
whether their neighborhood feels 
safe, welcoming, and alive.

That’s why neighborhood scale 
urbanism still matters. Cities aren’t 
only shaped by comprehensive plans 
and capital budgets, they’re shaped 
by what happens close to home. 
When we talk about housing, climate 
resilience, transportation, and public 
space at the neighborhood level, these 
issues become tangible rather than 
abstract. They show up as shade on 
a sidewalk, a place for a grandparent 
to live nearby, or whether kids can 
safely bike to a friend’s house.

Despite plenty of national and 
global uncertainty, there are reasons 
to feel cautiously hopeful about local 
action. Portland’s new City Council 
structure opens the door to more 
district based, locally grounded poli-
tics. Over time, this could create a 
clearer pathway for neighborhoods to 
have real authority, not just advisory 
roles.

One example of what that might 
look like is how we pay for and manage

our streets. Imagine a system where 
residential parking permits and 
commercial parking meters generate 
revenue that is reinvested directly 
into neighborhood improvements. 
Half could support locally chosen 
projects through neighborhood asso-
ciations, while the other half funds 
citywide street repair and transpor-
tation needs. There could even be a 
role for district level coordination, 
such as through Northeast Coali-
tion of Neighborhoods (NECN). With 
that level of responsibility, neighbor-
hood boards would need stronger 
democratic legitimacy, potentially 
including elections administered 
through Multnomah County, clearer 
relationships to district offices, and 
tighter feedback loops with district 
based councilors.

This kind of evolution wouldn’t 
happen overnight. It would require 
care, transparency, and trust. But it 
points toward a future where neigh-
borhoods aren’t just consulted, 
they’re empowered.

As I pick this column back up, my 
goal is simple- to keep asking how 
Concordia can remain a place of care, 
resilience, and shared responsibility 
in uncertain times. Urbanism, at its 
heart, is about how we choose to live 
together. That conversation belongs 
right here.

If you have ideas, questions, or 

stories you think are worth exploring, 
I hope you’ll share them. This column 
works best when it reflects the lived 
experience of the neighbors it serves.

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The Gulls of Southeast Farallon Island

They nest on the island, but fly to the mainland for food. Which, as omnivores, 
can include anything from human garbage to sea lion carcasses. You could call 
them “the raccoons of the sky.”

But birds find different things valuable compared to humans. For example, it’s 
not uncommon on the island to find an entire wallet yakked up by a Western 
Gull. They nest in fields of scree littered by barfed-up human waste that they 
pick up in snatch-and-grab jobs. Only when they get back to the island do they 
realize the in-edibility of an item.

But the birds haven't forgotten. I learned this as a tender-hearted intern 
looking for field experience when I arrived at the island some twenty years 
ago. The first piece of equipment I was handed before heading into gull terri-
tory was a hard hat. I had to go into their habitat to retrieve eggs.

Twenty six miles out in the cold Pacific ocean, there's an island swarming 
with Western Gulls (Larus occidentalis).

In one particularly memorable instance, we fed one of our colleagues to the 
gulls. Okay–we have all these extra Tyvek suits. And I mean… we had all this 
compost that was building up, and what’s the point of shipping that back to 
the mainland, if the gulls are just gonna fly all the way out there and pick it 
out of the landfill?!

So yes– we put our friend in an impermeable plastic suit and dumped a can 
of compost on her. 

I know, I know. It seems... juvenile. Shameful. Unprofessional. We were 
supposed to be privileged stewards of the environment, not rowdy kids playing 
around with piles of rotting litter!

Fair enough–but actually something remarkable did happen. For once, the 
gulls didn’t attack. In fact, they got right up on her, curious but restrained. 
She later reported (after surviving the experience) what it looked like from 
the tightly closed hood.

It was a peaceful moment. Two species, long locked in battle, for just a second, 
didn’t fear each other. Maybe they noticed that humans were now putting their 
eggs back in their nests. Maybe they were just hungry and considered the giant 
pile of stinky crap on my friend a peace offering.

One group’s waste can be another group’s treasure. Amends can be made. 
Even on a remote island, even with countless generations of strife and exploi-
tation and waste, no one is truly an island.

All it might take is a peace offering, which can literally be your garbage. Some-
times sustainability stinks.

The guys behind the counter 
at West Side Auto Body 
& Paint (6842 NE Martin 

Luther King Blvd.) were oddly silent 
as I gave them my insurance claim 
number and explained how the exten-
sive damages to my Honda resulted 
from a carjacking and assault earlier 
that month. I suppose my black eye 
and horribly bruised face startled 
them. The partners who own the 
shop are old-school gentlemen; polite 
and formal. The estimator, Rod, 
wears a button-down shirt, freshly 
ironed. You just don't see that in auto 
body shops. More typical is their 
dusty office. It’s filled with bric-a-
brac: strange license plates nailed 
to the counter, out-of-focus photos 
on the walls, an oversized leather-
bound Holy Bible on a shelf, and a 
sports trophy parked on the counter. 
Remnants of mini blinds top the dusty 
windows. Various scraps of linoleum 
tile cover the concrete fl oor, while the 
chewed-up door frame bears evidence 
of numerous repairs.  

Rod nodded, scribbled a few notes 
on a form, and then grabbed a clip-
board as we headed outside to walk 
together slowly around my car. I 
pointed out the auto-graphs from two 
incidents that had occurred during 
my move to Portland just months 
earlier, (before I had cataract surgery

to repair my night vision.) The fi rst 
was a broken-off rearview mirror 
from having hit a curbside plastic 
trash bin. The second was a dent in 
my back rear fender from parking too 
closely to a low pile of bricks. Those 
damages, I told him, were not to be 
repaired, since they were my fault 
and I could not aff ord their repair. 
He made more notes. He opened the 

driver-side door to look at the car inte-
rior, then handed me something small 
and white he found wedged under the 
seat. Somehow, my cherished, toy 
Lamb Chop mascot had survived the 
carjacking! (I had been haunted by 
nightmares of the madman throwing 
her out the window as he sped in 
darkness across the city.) 

Rod explained that his shop would 
handle all the body work fi rst. Then, 
one of them would take my car to 
Everett Street Autoworks downtown 
to repair the extensive mechanical 
damage incurred during the half 
hour that the carjacker had driven my 
otherwise pampered car so recklessly. 

The harm to my car was extensive: 
the estimate was $10K.

I called West Side two weeks later 
and asked if I could pick up my car. 
"No, not yet," Rod said. I called the 
following week. "Still in progress," 
I was told. They were waiting for a 
part to arrive from Texas, he said. 

I explained that I do not believe in 
hurrying people who work on cars, 
anyway. Button-downed Rod told me 
that they appreciated my patience.

Finally, after a month, my car was 
ready. Rod met me at the door, my 
car keys in his hand. He explained 
to me, as we crossed the asphalt lot,

that he and his crew wanted "to make 
your car like a fl ower for you." He said 
they all felt terrible about what had 
happened to me, so the guys on the 
shop fl oor had donated extra time, 
that they had asked other shops to get 
some needed parts, and that they had 
paid for those themselves. 

I almost cried as 
we circled my Honda, 
Rod pointing out 
all the repairs. My 
Honda looked like a 
brand-new car! They 
fi xed all the damage 
the carjacker had 
done, plus found an 
exact paint match 
for my rear-view 
mirror and installed 
t hat .  The  back 
fender beared no 
trace of ever having 
met a pile of bricks. 
They cleared of f 
the frosty cataracts 
that car headlights 
get; my headlights 
were crystal clear. 
They detailed my 
car interior as well; washed and 
waxed the metal parts, cleaned and 
treated the vinyl parts, polished the 
windows, even cleaned those hinky 
parts around the inside door frame — 
everything!  Now, it looks and smells 
like a brand-new car, drives like a 

dream, and Lamb Chop is back on the 
dash, smiling at me as I drive. 

Although the carjacking and assault 
were horrific, through it I experi-
enced firsthand the compassionate 
nature of Concordians. For example, 
directly following the assault, while 
I was still bleeding and confused, I 

was saved by the 
tough, strong bach-
elors who live next 
door to me, who 
took me inside and 
called the police. 
The following days 
I was comforted 
by the goodwill of 
sweet neighbors in 
my condominium 
building, by offers 
of help from people 
I  ba rely  k new  
from the North 
Star Village group, 
and by the gener-
osity of folks I 
had met through 
Scrabble games 
during Concordia 
Commons Game 

Night. Some of the Scrabble players, 
for example, took me to dinner, drove 
me to the impound lot to retrieve my 
car, and sent me links to helpful county 
offi  ces. A friend from a local women’s 
group passed along the name of a good 
lawyer.

Against the backdrop of so many 
good people, the actions of one 
disturbed man on one night are 
beginning to shrink in compar-
ison. The unexpected kindness of 
the good people at West Side Auto 
Body repaired not only my car, but 
my faith in humankind as well. I 
continue to meet wonderful people 
each week I live in Concordia and 
their generosity speaks volumes 
about the values and the character 
of this neighborhood.
