'Dale the Snail' Plant Decor

or Concordia News readers
Fwe are offering here a
pattern, instructions, and a

supply list to make a “Dale the Snail”
for your potted plant. Note that it calls
for inexpensive, acrylic felt and poly-

ester filling because both materials
are unaffected by bright sunlight.

Supplies:

One sheet each, white, black, and
purple acrylic felt

Sequins, assorted colors

36 glass seed beads, 6/0- or 8/0-size,
in purple or clear

14 glass seed beads, 6/0- or 8/0-size,
in silver

1 handful of stuffing

3 skeins DMC embroidery floss: one
black, one dark purple, one light
purple

1 bamboo skewer

Note: For each color of floss, after
cutting 20” lengths, divide the lengths
into 2 strands of 3 strands each. Don’t
use a length of floss too long, as it is
difficult to separate and tends to
catch on the beads and sequins as
work progresses. In each case, tie
a strong knot at the end of the floss
after threading, and always take a few
stitches, then tie a strong knot before
clipping the floss to continue with a
fresh thread.

1. Cut out the pattern.

2. Pin pattern pieces to felt.

3. Cut out the felt pieces, remove
pins.

4. Using dark purple floss, use a
stem stitch to embroider the swirl on
the snail body.

5. Using light purple floss, use a
stem stitch to embroider a second line
on the swirl, right beside the first.

6. Using black floss, use tiny
stem stitches to embroider the facial

features.

7. For sewing sequins and beads, it
makes it easier to first pour both into a
wide, rimmed saucer. This keeps them
from scattering and provides a sturdy
surface for pushing them onto the
needle, one by one.

8. Using purple floss, sew sequins in
the swirl on the shell of the snail (see
photo for placement).

To sew sequins in place, bring the
thread up from the back, add a sequin
(cup-side up), then a bead. Pull the
thread all the way through both, then
hold the sequin with the bead coming
through the center of it close to the felt.
Next, insert the needle back through
the center hole of the sequin and into
the fabric. Pull tightly. Move the needle
over just a little bit to place the next
sequin and bead. It’s easiest to start at
the center of the swirl and then place

foot.

the sequin-and-bead
pieces evenly spaced,
going around the swirl
until the bottom of the
snail’s neck.

9. Use an overcast
stitch in dark purple
floss to finish the
bottom and side edges
of the snail’s single
foot. Set it aside.

10. Use an over-
cast stitch in black
floss to connect the
top and sides of the
hair together, forming
a kind of wig. Set it
aside.

11. Starting at the
front of the snail’s
foot, use an overcast
stitch in dark purple to
attach the foot to the
snail’s body. Continue
around the back, top,
and front of the snail
body. Note how the
back of the snail body
is still disconnected
from the dark-purple

12. Stuff the snail body, going
through the open foot area in the
back of the snail. Use an overcast
stitch in dark purple floss to close
the opening in the body. Use an
overcast stitch in dark purple floss
to connect the back of the snail foot
to the back of the snail body.

13. Place the hairpiece over the
top of the snail. Using black floss,
attach it to the head, using tiny over-
cast stitches to connect it all around
the face and the back of the head.

14. To make the necklace, thread
onto the needle some black floss,
and tie a strong knot at the end.
Come up through the back of the
snail body with the needle, then add
to the needle a dozen silver beads.
Place the string of beads across the
neck of the snail. Make a few tight
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stitches to attach the necklace to the
other side of the snail’s head. Bring
the needle back through half the
beads to the center of the strand of
beads. Pull it down a little to form a
slight “v” shape. At the bottom of this
“v” shape, come up through the white
felt, to sew a single sequin and bead to
form a pendant for the necklace. Take
the needle to the back of the snail
after affixing the pendant. Take a few
stitches to secure it. Tie a knot close
to the felt to secure it before clipping
the thread.

15. To make the earrings, take the
black floss once again, tie a strong
knot at the end of it, and come up
through the back of the head to where
the imaginary ear would be. Stitch on
a single silver bead there. Take the
needle to the back of the head, push
it back through the stuffing to the
other side of the face, to where the
imaginary ear would be. Stitch on an
earring. Bring the floss to the back
of the head, make a few stitches to
secure it, and tie a strong knot before
clipping the thread.

16. Stitch a bamboo skewer to the
back of the snail to make it into a
plant pick
